Lack of leadership at the national level

Many reports (e.g., IOM Report, Surgeon General Cal |
to Action) but no follow up. Does 21 mean 217

Limited leadership at state level

State Attorneys General are becoming increasingly
active (e.g., recent AED activities)

State legislatures and administrations generally no  t
active (in California, we were told “already on boo  ks”)

Extremely limited number of tools in the toolbox

The situation in the Ojal Valley

Overdose deaths and near-deaths
Focus on Rx drugs and Oxicontin

The situation in City of Fillmore

Shooting at party on ranch land
Local leaders, victims mother astonished

Both small rural towns, both IPS connected



We also knew there were some problems in San Diego
where a criminal version of Host Liability had started-
Burden of proof to make criminal convictions
Time, resources and costs of prosecution

“Over-zealous” application of criminal host penalties
created legal challenge to use of San Diego law
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Criminal versus Civil Liability

Criminal host laws in some 20 states,
Including so-called “adults permitting” and
“*Open House Party” laws

There are also State Civil liability laws,
holding social hosts responsible for injuries
to third parties, either by statutes or common
law negligence principles

“Data Leads Leaders, So Lead with the Data”

Private homes
are the settings
most frequently
identified as the
“place of last
drink” among
young DUI
offenders in
Ventura County .

The younger the offender, the more likely it is there place of last

drink was a private home.
78.3% of 18 year olds and 72.9% of 19 year olds who were

arrested and convicted of DUI were drinking at a private home
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Almost two-thirds of young people
were binge drinking prior to DUI

*About 20% report
consuming 11
drinks or more
prior to arrest

*More than 25%
w/ Blood Alcohol
Concentration of
twice legal limit
or more
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Home parties consistently settings of high risk
28.6% of adults aged 25 and younger have
engaged in binge drinking in their own home,
and 45.2% report having binged in someone
else’s home .

Anecdotally, reports of large, unruly parties in
residential areas, with significant effects on

neighborhoods

» Disturbances, arguments, fights and stabbings

* Property damage, vandalism, and sexual assaults
